Purpose of the proposal and its anticipated effects, including any changes in existing rules:

The department is amending WAC 246-825-110 to include two hours of CE in health equity within the total of 75 CE hours
required for by genetic counselors every three years. The proposed rules adopt the model health equity CE rules established
by the department by adding the required two hours in health equity CE to the existing number of CE hours required for
genetic counselors without changing the existing total number of required CE hours.

Reasons supporting proposal: Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill 5229 (ESSB 5229) (Chapter 276, Laws 2021), codified as
RCW 43.70.613, directs the rule-making authority for each health profession licensed under Title 18 RCW, subject to CE, to
adopt rules requiring a licensee to complete health equity CE training at least once every four years. The statute also directs
the department to establish model rules creating minimum standards for health equity CE training programs. The department
filed model rules for health equity CE minimum standards on November 23, 2022, under WSR 22-23-167. The proposed
rules developed for genetic counselors in WAC 246-825-110 exceeds standards in the model rules found at WAC 246-12-800
through 246-12-830 by requiring the two hours every three years to match the current CE interval of the profession. By
allowing genetic counselors as part of their existing CE requirements and aligning it with the existing three-year CE interval
makes it less burdensome on the profession.
