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• Link will be sent 1st of the month
• The primary and backup vaccine coordinator at each location will receive an automated 

email
• Will come via WAchildhoodVaccines@doh.wa.gov or WAAdultVaccines@doh.wa.gov
• Same link every month (bookmark it)
• It will ask for facility PIN

• Answer questions, attach temp log and submit
• Only submit one log for both AVP & CVP
• Will still need to meet the same qualifications for temp logs

• Temperature Reporting Guide
• Follow up information will be submitted through the same link

• Emails
• Reminder links will be sent on the 8th of the month. If you have already submitted temp logs, 

disregard the email
• Make sure contact information is up to date in provider agreement or email
