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Healthy Environment for All Act – Intent

• The purpose of the law is to reduce environmental and health disparities in 
Washington, center environmental justice in Washington state 
government, and improve the health of all Washington state residents, by: 
• Implementing Environmental Justice Task Force Recommendations 
• Reducing exposures to environmental hazards within Indian country 

(on reservation and other lands defined by 18 U.S.C. Sec. 1151) due to 
off-reservation activities within the state

• Improving state practices to address contamination of traditional 
foods

• Administering programs to remedy the effects of past disparate 
treatment

In order for all communities in Washington state to be healthy and 
thriving, state government should aim to concentrate government 
actions to benefit communities that currently have the greatest 
environmental and health burdens. (RCW 70A.02.005)

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Healthy Environment for All Act Capacity Grant -
Background

• Available to any Federally Recognized Indian Tribe with HEAL 
Act impacts to rights and interests in their Tribal Lands,

• Funding to provide guidance and input to:

• Agencies’ implementation of Healthy Environment for All 
Act work

• Environmental Justice Council

• Environmental Health Disparities map 

• Funding goes through June 30, 2025 

• $11.7 million total, $403,450 base award per Tribe 

• After priority deadline Tribal organizations can apply for 
funds and Tribes can apply for funding in excess of 
$403,450

• Funding may be used to hire or contract staff
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Healthy Environment for All Capacity Grants –
Examples of How Funding Can be Used

Example Task Example Deliverable
Participate on a first foods, climate 
health indicators, water focused 
technical workgroup to inform 
Environmental Health Disparities 
Map development.

Create/update Tribal Climate health indicators; 
may include review or updates to data sharing 
protocols.

Documentation of technical workgroup meetings, 
such as meeting minutes or summary, shared or 
co-created with DOH program manager.

Attend Environmental Justice Council 
meetings or agency briefings.

Documentation of meetings, such as meeting 
minutes or summary, shared or co-created with 
state agency program manager.

Tribal Consultations related to the 
different obligations of the HEAL 
Act.

Attend Tribal consultation on the Dept. of 
Commerce’s Energy grants.

Conduct environmental health and 
justice assessment.

Documentation of assessment, such as summary 
or key findings.

Build community capacity to 
participate in HEAL activities

Host community events to discuss HEAL Act and 
gather input.
