MOTOR CARRIERS

have the right to use comfort facilities

We rely on motor carriers, also known as truck drivers, to deliver and receive the
goods we need to operate a successful business. These drivers' job is to provide
motor vehicle transportation, sometimes driving hundreds of miles a day.

If a motor carrier asks to use our restroom on the job, please allow them access
and escort them if necessary. There is a new law protecting their right to use
comfort facilities, such as restrooms, that is now being regulated. Washington
state law RCW. 70.54.500 gives the state Department of Health authority to
protect access to comfort facilities for motor carriers, and they have designed an
enforceable formal complaint process if a business denies them access.
