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OVERVIEW

Child cares in Washington state face the important task of providing education and care for our children. As part of this
responsibility, child cares must educate and help families with child care entry requirements. Immunization requirements
play an important role in reducing the spread of disease and keeping children happy and healthy. This Child Care
Immunization Toolkit supports child care staff and volunteers as they communicate to children and families about
immunizations.

This toolkit provides a variety of resources to help with communicating immunization requirements. There are sample
newsletter articles, mailers, posters, and social media to reduce the time that staff need to reach out to families.

UNDERSTANDING YOUR ROLE

As someone who works for child care, it is your responsibility to know the immunization requirements for child care entry
in Washington state.

In addition, families may have questions about vaccination. You are a trusted source of information, and what you say and
how you say it can impact the health of others. If you feel uncomfortable talking to families about vaccination, use the
resources in this guide and refer them to their healthcare provider. If you don’t know the answer, it’s ok to say you don’t
know.

Vaccinations have a long and successful history in stopping many dangerous diseases. They also protect you, your
coworkers, and the children in your care from getting seriously ill. Many of these diseases are not regularly seen thanks to
vaccination. However, vaccination is still very important. Washington state and the rest of the nation still experience
disease outbreaks which can be prevented by vaccination. Diseases like whooping cough, measles, and meningitis can
spread to others and cause serious health effects.

SECTION 1: IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS FOR CHILD CARES

Who needs to follow the state’s immunization requirements?

Under state law, the following schools, preschools and child cares are required to comply with immunization
requirements and reporting:

e Public and private schools

e Preschools

e licensed child cares

e Licensed child cares for school age children

e Preschools located at a public or private school

e FEarly Childhood Education and Assistance Programs (ECEAP) and Head Start programs

If your child care does not need to comply with immunization requirements, you may still find some helpful resources in
this toolkit.

What are the immunization requirements for children in child care?

e Each year, families must provide documentation showing their child meets immunization requirements.

e Child cares must review documents for accuracy, and follow up with families missing correct documentation.

e Child cares must save all immunization documents on site for reference.

e  Child cares must produce within twenty-four hours a current list of children who are not fully immunized. This list
must be transmitted to the local health department upon request.

e  Child cares must complete and file an immunization status report to the Department of Health each year.

Depending on their age, children must show a certain amount of vaccinations or health care provider documentation of
immunity for:

e Hepatitis B

e Diphtheria, Tetanus, and Pertussis (DTaP)

e Haemophilus influenza type B (Hib)

e Polio

e Pneumococcal disease (PCV)

e Measles, Mumps, and Rubella (MMR)

e Chickenpox (varicella)

What are the immunization requirements for child care staff and volunteers?

Staff and volunteers at a Child Care Center (including ECEAP and Head Start preschools) are required to provide specific
immunization documentation to their facility (Chapter 43.216 RCW). They will need one of the following:

e Animmunization record showing they received the MMR vaccine.

e  Proof of immunity from measles through documentation of lab evidence of antibody titer.
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e Ahealth care provider’s attestation of the person’s history of measles sufficient to provide immunity against
measles (the provider may consider CDC guidance regarding evidence of immunity including for those born
before 1957).

e Written certification, signed by a health care practitioner, that the MMR vaccine is not advisable for the person.

Child Care Immunization Status Reporting

Schools, preschools, and child cares must complete and file an immunization status report to the Department of Health by
Decemberl of each year. Child cares fill out the Department of Health’s Annual Report Worksheet and complete an online
reporting survey, which is provided each year. For more information about immunization status reporting, check out
DOH’s Child Care Immunization Reporting web page.

Washington State Immunization Information System and the School and Child Care Immunization Module

The Washington State Immunization Information System (WAIIS) is an online registry of immunization records for people
of all ages in Washington state. Healthcare providers routinely add patient immunizations into the IIS, making it an
invaluable resource for up-to-date immunization records.

The School and Child Care Immunization Module (SCCIM) is a feature of the WAIIS which allows users to track and
manage student, child and school-level immunization information. The SCCIMs goal is to improve compliance rates with
immunization requirements to support healthy, well-vaccinated children.

Child Cares can request a SCCl module account via the School and Child Care Immunization Module web page. In the past,
child cares needed a supervising health care provider to access these records. However, child cares can now have read-
only accounts without health care provider oversight. SCCIM accounts make tracking children’s immunization records and
annual immunization status reporting easier for schools and child cares.

SECTION 2: PARENT LETTERS

Immunization Reminder

Dear Parent or Guardian of [INSERT CHILD’S FULL NAME]:

Each year, you are required to submit updated paperwork showing your child meets state immunization requirements
for child care entry. We collect paperwork annually on [MM/DD/YYYY].

Your child may need to show proof of different vaccinations depending on their age. For more details on specific vaccine
requirements, view the Department of Health’s Child Care Vaccines Required Chart for Parents at
https://doh.wa.gov/vaxtoschool.

If we do not receive paperwork showing your child meets immunization requirements for child care entry by
[XX/XX/XXXX], your child will be excluded from child care, per Revised Code of Washington RCW 28A.210.120.

Valid documentation includes a Certificate of Immunization Status (CIS) form showing vaccination or evidence of
immunity. Children with one or more immunization exemptions must turn in a completed Certificate of Exemption (COE)
form.

Acceptable CIS forms include:

e A printed CIS from https://myirmobile.com.

e A printed CIS from a health care provider.

e A printed CIS from a school (not all schools have this ability).
e A hand-filled CIS with attached medical records.

If your child has a philosophical, religious, or medical exemption, a Certificate of Exemption form must be completed
and signed by an approved healthcare provider licensed in Washington state.

What do vaccines cost?

Clinics in the Vaccines For Children (VFC) program provide childhood vaccines at no cost in the state of Washington.
Providers may charge an office visit fee and a fee to give the vaccine, called an administration fee. If you cannot pay the
administration fee, you can ask your health care provider to waive the cost. Find VFC clinics by using this vaccine map
at https://fortress.wa.gov/doh/vaccinemap.

Immunization Requirements for Child Care

Each year, we are required to collect updated immunization records for your child. We will begin collecting updated
immunization paperwork from everyone starting on [MM/DD/YYYY]. We ask that you turn in paperwork by
[MM/DD/YYYY]. If we don’t have updated paperwork for your child, they may be excluded from attending.

Valid documentation includes a Certificate of Immunization Status (CIS) form showing vaccination or evidence of
immunity. Children with one or more immunization exemptions must turn in a completed Certificate of Exemption (COE)
form. You can read more about the requirements and get necessary forms at https://doh.wa.gov/vaxtoschool.

Vaccinations are an important part of keeping all the children in our care happy and healthy. If you have questions about
transitional kindergarten or pre-school immunization requirements, please contact us at <email or phone>.

Many viruses spread during the fall and winter months. Flu, COVID-19, and RSV are common diseases that spread in our
community and can have serious consequences for children, especially children under 5 years of age.
