The Prescription Monitoring Program (PMP) at the Washington State Department of Health was created by Chapter 70.225 RCW. The PMP is a data repository that collects controlled substance dispensers, mainly pharmacies, and makes the information available to healthcare providers to support safe prescribing and patient safety. The system also makes information available to law enforcement and healthcare provider licensing entities to support bon a fide investigations. 
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DOH Goals for Washington PMP

Prevent Prescription Drug Overdose
Give practitioners an additional tool that provides more 

information for making patient care decisions.

 Provide data that can help healthcare providers recognize 
patterns of misuse and addiction ensuring SBIRT opportunities 
are not missed. 

Make sure those in need of scheduled prescription drugs receive 
them.

 Educate the population on the dangers of misusing prescription 
drugs.

Curb illicit use of prescription drugs.

PMP Queries and Controlled Substance Prescriptions by Calendar Year

The Washington State Department of Health began providing a transaction for integration of PMP (query and response) to Electronic Health Records (EHR) systems in 2013 via Washington's Health Information Exchange (HIE) where healthcare organizations connect to report and transact data for public health with DOH and HCA. The HIE transaction for PMP provides opportunity for healthcare organizations to fully automate PMP query ensuring data is available to prescribers within their native EHR workflow. Integration greatly reduces healthcare provider burden for accessing PMP data and has exponentially increased PMP use in Washington.

Washington’s Health Information Exchange (HIE) is provided by OneHealthPort. The HIE provides healthcare organizations a single connection and single agreement to manage all at a single tiered cost. HIE members can connect with the Washington State Department of Health for public health reporting to multiple programs (including the transaction for PMP), The Washington Healthcare Authority for Medicare/Medicaid reporting, public and commercial payers (including the Washington State Department of Labor & Industries for workers’ compensation reporting). Washington’s HIE is constantly growing and adding value for HIE members.
