Package Description
In the enacted 2019-2021 biennium budget, Legislature provides the Department of Health (DOH) with
Medicaid federal spending authority to cover the costs of crea�ng a Universal Developmental Screening tool.
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The mechanism to draw down the Medicaid federal revenue to cover these costs require that the Medicaid
federal appropria�on ($2,007,000 for the biennium) reside in the budget of the Washington State Health Care
Authority (HCA) rather than in the DOH budget.

To accommodate this request, adjustments would be needed in Chapter 415, Laws of 2019 (Engrossed
Subs�tute House Bill 1109), Sec�on 221(21) – a proviso in DOH’s budget sec�on – to remove references to the
Medicaid federal appropria�on.
