Agency Recommendation Summary
In 2017, the HIV Planning Steering Commi�ee, facilitated by the Washington State Department of Health
(DOH), recommended ac�ons the state should take to update and modernize state statutes. DOH requests
changes in state law to remove HIV/AIDS excep�onalism, reduce nega�ve HIV s�gma, and eliminate barriers to
rou�ne HIV tes�ng. A one-�me appropria�on is needed to cover the costs of stakeholder engagement and rule-
making.

Package Description
In 2014, Governor Inslee issued a proclama�on to End AIDS (Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome) in
Washington by 2020. The proclama�on tasked the HIV (Human Immonodeficiency Virus) Planning Steering
Group (HPSG), facilitated by the Department of Health (DOH), to dra� recommenda�ons focused on reducing
new HIV diagnoses by 50 percent and decreasing HIV-related health dispari�es.
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In the spring 2017, DOH began engaging with partners and the community on the HPSG recommenda�on for
legisla�ve ac�on, which include:

Upda�ng and modernizing Washington’s laws;

Ending HIV/AIDS excep�onalism;

Reducing HIV s�gma;

Decriminalizing HIV exposure; and

Removing barriers to rou�ne HIV tes�ng.

Based upon the recommenda�ons of the HPSG, DOH submi�ed an agency request legisla�on for considera�on
for the 2020 legisla�ve session. 

Upon an�cipated enactment of the request legisla�on, the Board will need financial resources to update the
state’s communicable disease rules to assure consistency with the legisla�on’s requirements, engage in
significant stakeholder outreach, and complete a significant analysis.

Assumptions and Calculations
Expansion or altera�on of a current program or service:

This request is not associated with the expansion or altera�on of a current program.

Detailed assump�ons and calcula�ons:

The Board will need financial resources to update the state’s communicable disease rules to assure
consistency with the legisla�on’s requirements. Given the complexity of the these rules and the many
diverse interest groups that may be affected by the rule (such as HIV, pa�ent rights, and consumer advocacy
groups, health care providers and facili�es, law enforcement, prosecutors, local health officials, and state
agencies), the Board an�cipates significant stakeholder outreach and engagement will be needed. In
addi�on staff is needed complete a significant analysis.

One �me costs in fiscal year 2021 will include $46,000 for staff �me for rulemaking and 40 hours of
A�orney General’s Office �me for $5,000. The total cost in fiscal year 2021 is $51,000.

Based upon the recommenda�ons of the HPSG, DOH submi�ed an agency request legisla�on for
considera�on for the 2020 legisla�ve session which will make changes in state law which include:

Upda�ng and modernizing Washington’s laws;

Ending HIV/AIDS excep�onalism;

Reducing HIV s�gma;

Decriminalizing HIV exposure; and

Removing barriers to rou�ne HIV tes�ng.
